Anti-social behaviour in Mitcham Road


As part of Capital Clean Up Campaign 2010  our officers worked with Wandsworth Council to reduce littering & encourage responsible disposal of refuse. On Tuesday 8th June 2010 an operation took place to target people littering around Tooting Broadway. 4 fixed penalty notices and several verbal warnings were issued. Prior to this an education event was held on Tuesday 25th May. 200 pocket ashtrays & numerous Capital Clean Up t-shirts were distributed to commuters entering or leaving Tooting Broadway tube station.


Anti-social behaviour in Upper Tooting Road


During June our officers worked again with colleagues from other boroughs during 4 different evenings of action focusing on anti-social behaviour around Upper Tooting Road. If you have any concerns about ASB in this area please contact us as soon as possible.





Crime Prevention Advice


Be aware of pick pockets in the town centre:


Don’t be a victim of theft. Criminals involved in pick pocketing target people who leave handbags, purses and wallets unattended on pushchairs and in trolleys and baskets. Never leave your property unattended, not even for a moment and always ensure your bags are closed. If you need to carry alot of cash make sure that you immediately take that cash to where it needs to go. If you travel on the bus always be aware of your property and those people around you whilst waiting at bus stops.
