COMMUNITY BULLETIN JULY 2009
Ward Priorities

· Reducing ASB in Mitcham Road. At the first Tooting Town Centre Safer Neighbourhood Panel meeting, held in May, it was agreed that our first priority would be to tackle the problem of anti-social behaviour in Mitcham Road. On a daily basis Tooting Town Centre Team have focused patrols in this area, engaging with youths, preventing poor behaviour and encouraging them to disperse in an orderly fashion. This tactic has been supported by other police work, some of which is listed below.
Community Initiatives and Engagements

· Knife & drug crime operations at Tooting Broadway Tube Station. On 11th & 18th June officers from the Town Centre Team, supported by their colleagues from the Territorial Support Group, Specialist Dogs Unit, British Transport Police and Wandsworth Response Team 1 targeted people arriving at the station who might have been in possession of weapons or controlled drugs. This operation supported our ASB priority & led to the arrest of six people for offences including possession of an offensive weapon, possession of a bladed article, money laundering and cannabis cultivation. During the operations 6 cannabis warnings and a penalty notice were issued to people found in possession of the drug.
· Alert Box. In conjunction with Wandsworth Council, Tooting Town Centre Team launched Alert Box in Upper Tooting Road. Alert Box is an alarm system installed in commercial premises which enables a venue to alert other venues to an incident they are dealing with. Other participants then go to the front of the venue to see what assistance they can provide. The scheme has 30 members so far. If you are interested in joining Alert Box or you know somebody who might be, please contact us.
· BATCA Summer Fun Day. On Saturday June 13th officers from Tooting Town Centre Team assisted their colleagues from Tooting, Graveney & Furzedown Safer Neighbourhood Teams to police and participate in the BATCA Summer Fun Day. This included a fete at Gatton School and an Ambulance pull through the streets of Tooting for charity.
· Weekly Tooting Town Centre Team Police Surgery. At the beginning of June, the Town Centre Team launched its weekly surgery at the Police Shop inside Tooting Islamic Centre, Upper Tooting Road. The surgery is open from 1130-1330 every Saturday.

· Tooting Town Centre Police Surgery. The Town Centre Team will be holding monthly surgeries around the town centre, in addition to the aforementioned weekly surgery. This is an opportunity for the local community to meet the team, inform us about any issues you might have and to provide us with feedback regarding the way the town centre is policed. Our first surgery will be held at McDonalds, Mitcham Road, on August 5th between 1300-1500. 
· Property marking o/s Tooting Broadway Tube Station. On Saturday 18th July between 1300-1700, officers from the town centre team will be outside the tube station to mark your property and provide crime prevention advice.
