Preventing Burglary


The team ran a sector wide burglary operation in March. This resulted in one arrest, and a large number of stop and searches. The ward also recorded one of its lowest reported months for residential burglaries. We believe that crime prevention awareness is growing amongst residents contributing to this reduction.


 


Theft from motor vehicles


Due to the rise in theft from motor vehicles over the past few months, the team have been working hard on this priority. As well as running a pro active operation we have also been out and about in hotspot areas. We are discovering a lot of vehicles are inadvertently being left open by owners. Our findings will be published soon but please ensure all vehicles are left locked and secure.





Robbery / youth intimidation


ASB across the ward is very low level at the moment. Patrols will continue in historical hotspot areas so it remains so.





Crime Prevention Tips


Summer is approaching… As the weather gets warmer you are likely to be opening windows and doors in your homes.  Make it your bedtime routine to check all doors and windows, ensuring they are closed or latched and then locked.    Now is the time to get back in the garden.  Use good locks on your sheds and do not leave gardening tools in view as these can be used by opportunist thieves to burgle you and your neighbours. When on holiday use timer switches for lights and a radio. Ask a neighbour to keep an eye on your property, pick up your mail, and draw the curtains.
