Preventing Burglary


In June the team were involved in a pro-active operation targeting burglary hotspots across the sector. This involved plain clothes officers, unmarked cars and bikes and uniformed patrols. This operation resulted in 5 arrests, a number of stop and searches as well as vital intelligence gathered. The ward figures for burglary remain low. All residents need to be vigilant and security conscious over the coming summer months to maintain this.





Theft from motor vehicles


The team are seeing a rise in thefts from motor vehicles. We will be running a number of operations in July to try and address this. The best deterrent however is to ensure all property is removed from your vehicles.





Robbery / youth intimidation


In June, the team ran a highly successful event at Springfield Hospital raising the awareness around hate crime. Over 200 people attended the stall where crime prevention advice and contact details were provided.

If you plan on heading away this summer, then please take note of the following tips to help minimise the chances of your home being broken into.


Please double check that you have locked all windows and doors. If you have an alarm, please make sure it has been activated. A good tip is to inform trusted neighbours that you are away and ask them to keep an eye on your home. Remember to cancel any deliveries, e.g. milk, newspapers etc. Buy some timers for lights and radios. Signs of occupation help deter intruders.
