Huge rise in parking charges

Local residents will see parking charges leap by 25%
next year after the Conservative-run Wandsworth
Council voted to squeeze motorists across the
borough in 2011.

Churches, mosques and other faith groups in Tooting came together to raise funds for
flood relief in Pakistan, following one of the worst natural disasters in recorded history.

More than 20 million people have been displaced by July’'s floods. A fifth of the country
was under water, with 2 million acres of crops destroyed. Thousands of people have
died, with millions more homeless and at risk from hunger and water-borne diseases
like cholera.

Sadiqg Khan MP led a delegation to Pakistan in September to see how the money was
being used, and raise the profile of the issue. With 60% of the population already
living in poverty, he's backing calls for Pakistan's $3 billion debt repayments to be
frozen for two years, so the country can begin to recover.

Sadig Khan MP said, “Thank you so much to everyone who donated - our funds are

making a real difference. But there’s so much more that needs to be done to prevent even more loss of life.”
